The statutory guidelines can be found in the Gover@udat
under Chapter 124 entitled Veterans Court Prograhs. minimum the veterans musteetthe
following guidelines:

1. Be ayeteranor current memberof the United StatesArmed Forcesincluding the
reservesnational,or state guards

2. That suffers from &rain injury, PTSD. MST (military sexual trauma) or other
combatrelated mental illness,which resulted from the veteran's military servicean
combat zone ohazardous duty area and such condition affected the veteran's alleged
criminal conduct

3. Theyveteranmustwishto volunteerfor theVeteransCourt; and

4. TheDenton CountyCriminal District Attorney'sOffice must consento the veteran's
participationin VeteransCourt.

The Denton County Criminal District Attorney's Office will consider most crimes for
participation in Veteran€ourt, but the following are types of cases that are eithecorsidered
at all oronly under extraordinary circumstances because of their level of violence, the need to
rigorously prosecutea specific typeof crime,or their victims:

No drugdealers;
